Homework # 3 Native Americans

Read the document below and answer the questions that follow.
Many people believed that the Native Americans should give up their traditional ways of life and follow the life styles similar to those of other people in the United States.  To do this, the government passed the Dawes Act, which officially abolished the authority of the Native American tribes and provided farm land to each family willing to assimilate.  Eventually, this was to lead to Native Americans being given US citizenship and the right to vote.  However, the Dawes Act threatened traditional Native American ways of life.  For example, the act encouraged individual farm ownership, which went against the Native American custom of sharing land.  Those Native Americans who chose not to assimilate were put on reservations (separate areas of land put aside for Native Americans to continue to practice their culture), this was usually a very poor piece of land that did not allow the Native Americans to farm and provide for themselves.  Reservation schools usually provided a poor education to Native American children and people living on reservations tended to have poor health, malnutrition and live in poverty.

	The Civil War began in 1861, and for the first while the South (confederates) were winning the war. Lincoln and the Congress wanted to end slavery earlier however Lincoln didn’t feel could have issued a decree freeing the slaves when the North was losing the war. There would be no way to enforce the Proclamation, thus making it appear a desperate and hollow threat. So Lincoln waited until a big Union win, at Antietam.

In the first hundred years after independence, the United States had no laws limiting immigration. Most immigrants came for northern Europe, especially Great Britain, Ireland, and Germany. In general they were Protestant, except for the Irish, who were mostly Catholic. Most spoke English. They became known as the “Old Immigrants.” The pattern of immigration changed in the 1880s. Immigrants now came from southern and eastern Europe, especially Greece, Italy, Poland, and Russia. They were Catholic or Jewish, rather than Protestant. They often were extremely poor, spoke little or no English, and dressed differently from most Americans. Others were coming from China and Japan. For these reasons, they were called the “New Immigrants.”

Homework # 17 Monopolies
Read the passage below then answer the questions that follow.

The Civil War made some people very rich. Military supplies, guns, food, clothing, railroads – were needed and quickly. Suddenly, there were new needs, new industries, and new fortunes. After the war, American inventions led to more ideas and industries that continued to create riches. 

Some of those industries grew very big. They became monopolies. This means the whole industry was owned by one company. Some businessmen like Rockefeller, formed trusts. The trusts were a form of a monopoly. To understand what a business monopoly is, imagine you are selling soft drink at a school fair. The day is very hot and everyone is thirsty. You expect to make a lot of money. You plan to sell soft drinks for $1 a glass (even though it only costs you 25 cents a glass). What you do not expect to have is competition. But, just as you are getting started, you notice another soft-drink stand. Your competitor is charging 75 cents a glass. Of course you will have to lower your price or no one will buy your product. Then, when sales are going well, another competitor appears. She is selling drinks for 50 cents each. You are annoyed, but here is nothing you can do but lower your price. You still make a profit, and people get drinks at a fair price.

Competition makes capitalism (America’s economic system) work well for the consumer (person buying the product). When there is competition it is called “free enterprise” or a “market economy.” The people who are thirsty are much better off if businesses are competing. You, the business-person, would like less competition. So you make plans to gain a monopoly in the field. You go to the two other soft-drink sellers and buy their stands. If they sell out, you can charge the public anything you want. Soon you will own the whole industry. Suppose you buy up the trucking companies that ship your beverages and then sugar companies that make the ingredients. You have become king of the soft drink world.  That kind of thing happened in the 19th century. Rockefeller’s Standard Oil Trust was as huge monopoly. It owned more that 90% of America’s oil industry, as well as pipelines, tankers, and related industries.

Homework #18 Big Business 

Read the passage below then answer the questions that follow.
As industrialization swept through the nation and Americans became dependent on new products, and the men that provided those products became very rich.   These men fell into two categories: robber barons and captains of industry.  A robber baron is a businessman who built his business by destroying his competitors and who does not treat his workers well.  A captain of industry is a businessman who helps the community by creating jobs and founding.  Two businessmen that stand out during this period are John D. Rockefeller and Andrew Carnegie.  

Andrew Carnegie worked his way up from being a poor Scottish immigrant to becoming one of America’s richest men.  He started working in the textile (cloth or fabric) factory at the age of 12.  He worked his way through a variety of jobs and invested money wisely.  At the age of 38, Carnegie entered the steel industry, which was booming because of the growth of railroads.  Carnegie wanted control over all aspects of steel making and built his company, Carnegie Steel, into the world’s largest steel maker, putting many others out of business in the process.  Carnegie was also known for his philanthropy (charitable donations).  He donated over $350 million, which led to the development of colleges, museums and over 2,800 libraries around the world.

“It is the duty of men who have a lot of money to set an example by not showing off all their money.  A man with money should take care of the people who are dependent on him, and then, he should take the rest of the money and use it for the benefit of the community.  The rich man should help the poor do what they can’t do by themselves.”
- Andrew Carnegie

John D. Rockefeller entered the oil-refinery business during the Civil War.  He used ruthless tactics in putting his competitors out of business.  Because Rockefeller managed to put so many of his competitors out of business, his company, Standard Oil, has been referred to as the “greatest, widest, and meanest business in history”.  Like Carnegie, Rockefeller was a philanthropist who donated large sums of money to fund medical research institutes as well as many colleges and community organizations.

“The growth of a large business is only proof of survival of the fittest (Social Darwinism).  This is not an evil problem in business.  It is a law of nature and a law of God that the best will succeed.” - John D. Rockefeller
