3. How did the Constitution attempt to correct the weaknesses of the Articles of Confederation? Refer to specific differences in the two forms of government.

b. Compare and contrast the views of a participant at the Constitutional Convention (Refer specifically to 9C3) with the views of an average American (Refer specifically to 9D3). What reasons did each give for supporting or opposing the Constitution? Use SPECIFIC names of people.
