c. Identify each of the following and explain how each was designed to solve a problem of foreign policy:  The Neutrality Proclamation; Jay Treaty; Pinckney Treaty; Issues in the Ohio River Valley (see textbook especially), Washington’s Farewell Address  (Refer specifically to 10F1).

d. If George Washington were around today, how would he respond to America’s foreign policy under President Barack Obama? What evidence do you have to support such comments? Discuss specifics (use the articles posted on the debate blog if you need guidance).

c. Discuss the major ideas of the Virginia and Kentucky Resolutions and if you think the reaction was justified or not. (Refer specifically to 10G2).
